STATE BUDGET BILL for FY 2010-
2011 
Items that may be of concern to Library 
Supporters 
1 – Preservation of the original intent of the 
Public Library Fund (PLF) as income 
designated for public libraries’ operating costs.  
The PLF is 2.22% of the State’s General 
Revenue Fund. 
 
2 – The Governor’s budget (HB1) calls for 
diverting funds, 10 million over the biennium, 
from the Public Library Fund to pay for a State 
Agency’s programs.  Those programs are the 
Ohio Public Library Information Network 
(OPLIN), a part of “Libraries Connect Ohio” 
which also includes school and academic 
library networks, and the Library for the Blind 
& Physically Handicapped are currently line 
items in the State Library of Ohio’s budget.  
 
The Senate Finance Committee is working on 
their version of the budget bill. The State 
Librarian of Ohio has presented testimony
